Cherwell Local Development Framework

The Bicester and Central Oxfordshire Site Allocations Development Plan; Issues and Options Paper

It has been brought to the Parish Council’s attention that there has been a great deal of discussion surrounding the above document that has recently been released for consultation purposes. Blackthorn Parish Council is aware of the document and has been formulating a response through the appropriate channels.

The response will be an objection to the sites put forward in the document (Sites BK 1-5). Our response will be guided by reference to Government and District Planning Policy as well as local knowledge including such factors as flooding and traffic.
