Blackthorn Village Recreational Park Committee Questionnaire Update

The Recreational Park Committee would like to thank everyone in the village for taking the time to complete the questionnaire sent out in June.  We had a fantastic response and we have now been able to collate the results.  There was overwhelming support (83% of responses) to provide a multi-age recreation park with a variety of activities to suit various ages and interests.  These findings have given us the information required to allow the Committee to take everyone’s ideas forward to get detailed quotes.  A brief summary of Blackthorn’s opinions are below: 

Of the responses received the age groups were as follows:

0-5 years –  7%

6-12 years – 6%

13-19 years – 11%

20-29 years – 36%

50+ years – 40%

Only 33% of you actually use the existing recreational park.  70% of responses said that the park does not cater for the village’s current needs and 80% of you said that you would like to see the facilities updated.  The most popular suggestions were enclosed adventure play areas, a multi-use games area, a picnic/BBQ area, sheltered meeting area, innovative/conservation planting and seating areas to name but a few.  

The full results of the questionnaire will be available to view at a forthcoming open day in the Village Hall alongside the detailed quotes we are currently getting from various companies.
