Current Provision

· 2 swings

· 1 goal post and net

· Safety surfacing (nearing end of life)

Rationale/Aims
· To update current play area provision and evolve it into a centre for social interaction between children of all ages and between all age groups (child to adult)

· To provide stimulating and challenging play and exercise opportunities in a safe environment.

· To help develop children’s physical and social skills

· To provide an area for interaction between age groups

· To provide comfortable areas for families to sit and spend time within the setting

· To enable access to exercise for all regardless of age or ability.

· To become focal point of Village

· To provide area and facilities for individual, small group and team sports

Time and Costings 
2007-2008
· Committee formed last year

· Correspondence from CDC re agreement to extension of play area lease

· 4 companies approached and asked to provide their idea of 
a. infant and small children’s play area
b. Multi use game area

· Attendance at play area safety seminar

· Consultation with residents re their desires/wishes re play area provision

· Consultation establishes desire for:
1. better and more challenging children’s equipment
2. Area for teenage/adult sports (e.g tennis, five-a-side football, basketball, netball)
3.  Area for outdoor fitness equipment

· Decision to phase implementation – 3 phase. 
1. Phase 1 – multi use games area
2. Phase 2 – Small children and infant play area
3. Phase 3 – outdoor gym exercise area

· Approx cost of Phase 1 based on available quotes is approx. £60,000, of which 10% must be provided by Blackthorn

Cost to date: £20 for play area seminar 

2008-2009 Implementation of phase 1
· February 2008 - Full site survey by ALAN PENN the Technical Officer for the National Playing Fields Association (now known as FIT Fields In Trust). alan.penn@fieldsintrust.org call 020 8735 3380. Approx cost £300
· Jan 08 – extension of play area lease for next 100 years to be signed

· Jan 08 → applications for funding. Donor sources identified. letters to be written with supporting statements and case
· Establish who will be responsible for insurance during phase 1

· Prepare a provisional maintenance/running costs plan 
· Estimated £6000 contribution/cost to BPC

2009-2010 Implementation of Phase II

· Costs based on currently available estimates £35,000, of which BPC will need to contribute  10%. (£3500)

2010-2011 Implementation of Phase III

· Currently awaiting estimates.
