Wash clothes at 40 rather than 60.

Use milkman rather than drive to shop. He delivers early morning Tuesday, Thursday & Saturday to Blackthorn.
Going to Oxford on a Saturday morning? Use the local bus. Bus timetable on bus stop opposite village hall.
Install solar panels

Reduce the size of your car. Really only the farmers need a 4x4 vehicle.
